Family Day Event on 104-Street

Date: Monday, February 15, 2010

Time: 12:00 Noon to 4:00 PM

Where: On the sidewalks of 104-Street

Potential Locations: Play table hockey in front of the Blue Plate Diner, deVine Wines & Spirits and Carbon Boutique

Theme: “Street Hockey Downtown Style”……….Catch the Olympic Spirit!
The 104-Street Steering Committee has partnered with the Downtown Business Association (DBA) to celebrate Family Day.  For the first time, 104-Street will be part of the many DBA sponsored events that families can participate in.  So let’s make 104-St a fun place to play!
Our Goal:

To demonstrate to the citizens of Edmonton that downtown is a fun place to play and to feature the special nature of 104 Street.

How it Works:

1. Interested businesses will set up a large table outside their front door.  If you do not have access to a large folding table, one can be provided by deVine Wines.

2. The table will be covered with flip chart paper.  Drawn on the paper will be a hockey rink.  The rink outlines will be provided by City of Edmonton staff.
3. Children can go into the business with their parents to obtain a free miniature hockey stick.  These are about a foot long and are typically used by kids to play knee hockey.  One hundred free sticks will be distributed to businesses who participate.  Children that participate will get to keep the stick once they have finished their game.  At each table, a staff member from the City of Edmonton will supervise the games.  Once the games are completed, the winner will get a free 25 cent Olympic coin.  The coin may be picked up at the outside hockey table, or inside the premise of the sponsoring business.  This can be determined by the individual sponsor.  Picking up the coin inside the sponsor’s premise may encourage family shopping or dining. City staff can also direct families to the booth where hot chocolate and well wishes can be sent to Canada’s Olympic hockey teams (both men’s and women’s).  
4. The City of Edmonton will also have a staff member to run a table where children can get free hot chocolate and send best wishes to the Canadian Olympic Hockey Teams.  The names of the children will be collated by City of Edmonton staff and sent to members of the hockey team s via Hockey Canada’s website.

Sobeys will be approached to sponsor the hot chocolate for children and the coffee for adults.  If Sobeys cannot participate, another sponsor will have to be found.
5. At the City of Edmonton’s “well wishes” table, a staff member from the DBA will also be on hand to stamp and distribute Family Day Passports.  Information from the Icon Tower I Open House can also be obtained from this table.
6. Businesses that want to help send well wishes to a child’s favorite hockey player can also do so by visiting http://www.hockeycanada.ca/index.php/ci_id/58100/la_id/1.htm
The Final Vision:
Activity centers will be located on 104-Street between Jasper Avenue and 102nd Avenue.  They will be located in front of Carbon Boutique, the Blue Plate Diner, Sobeys and deVine Wines.

The “well wishes” table will be situated in front of Sobeys.  The table in front of deVine Wines may be sponsored by The Coast Edmonton Plaza or any other interested party.  Direct sponsor by a vendor of beverage alcohol is not suitable for a Family Day event.
Cost to Participating Businesses:

There is no cost to participate.  The cost of the table hockey sticks and Olympic quarters will be borne by 104-Street Steering Committee.  Total outlay is estimated to be around $350.00.

Tables for the hockey games may be provided by deVine Wines if required.  Chairs may also be provided.

Benefits to Participating Businesses:

Businesses benefit by showing community involvement and by creating a marketing opportunity for themselves.  New customers who may not visit downtown regularly may discover your business.

Restaurants like the Blue Plate Diner may showcase their children friendly menu to new customers.  That Mac & Cheese special will look even better on a winter day!
