Winter Light and Dark Star Parties

Now with the Winter Light Festival, the City of Edmonton has taken on the challenge of putting a fresh spin on things. Drawing from our rich community networks, we have pulled together a broad range of sport, art, culture and park enthusiasts for a common purpose – to ‘festivalize’ winter recreation. The result is SNOW DAZE AT SNOW VALLEY featuring THE BABA YAGA TRAIL ADVENTURE (FRI JAN 30, 2 PM – 9 PM).

The Friday event takes advantage of a school “PD” day, when students and families are looking for fun.  Meant to appeal to a broad crowd, skiers, snow boarders, and tobogganers can enjoy Snow Valley in the afternoon. Then the event carries on into the evening with the Baba Yaga Trail Adventure – a storybook adventure along a beautiful 2 km. section of Whitemud Park. Winter Light will also offer all-day warming tents, hot chocolate, music, lantern installations, sleigh rides - and a few more new winter surprises.

Winter Lights hosts Sky Parties: February 28 at Elk Island Park, and March 7 at Coronation Park Observatory.
Winter Light is thrilled to turn our gaze to the stars, and host two special Star Parties. In Elk Island Park (designated as an official 'dark sky preserve') people can discover the beautiful and mysterious true dark – and light - of our Winter skies. Astronomers and telepscopes abound to enrich your viewing; along with lantern skis, campfires and food. See the prairie sky as few ever see it!

(There will be two free shuttles to Elk Island Park. Our website will tell you where shuttles and car pools will meet. Special parking and light conditions apply at the park to preserve the eye's capacity to adjust to true dark. 

In Coronation Park, we adventure to the Observatory to look skyward through a unique collection of telescopes and viewing devices in an urban environment. A walk in the park with astronomers, and fun for the whole family.
